The Clerk then asked Councilwoman Elect McCartney and Councilman Elect Black to stand and take the Oath of Office as she read it.  The Clerk administrated the Oath; Councilwoman McCartney and Councilman Black accepted the Oath, signed their respective Oaths and were given their Certificate of Election.  Mayor Martin, Councilwoman Nibler and Councilwoman Carey relinquished their seats.

· Appointment of Council President – Mayor Brown recommended the Council appoint Councilwoman Williams as the new Council President.  Councilman Trott made a motion to appoint Councilwoman Williams as Council President.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
· Appointment and authorization of signers on city banking accounts – Mayor Brown recommended the Council appoint Councilwoman Williams as the new second signer on the city accounts, replacing Kami Nibler.  Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to appoint Councilwoman Williams as the second signer on the city accounts, replacing Kami Nibler.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.  *Mayor Dave Brown will replace Mayor James Martin on the City banking accounts.  Councilwoman Tena Williams will replace Kami Nibler as second signer.

Old Business

· Fire Department Building Project Update –Councilwoman Williams reported that there has not been much activity on the project.  Clerk Becky reported that she has not heard anything from Ruby Stroschein at Gem Valley Appraisals regarding the existing Fire Hall appraisal.  Mayor Brown and Councilwoman Williams reported that they are going to go back and look at the other building options since the ambulances may not be part of the building project.  Councilman Black will help the Committee on figuring costs of building.  Kami Nibler stated that there is a possibility of Kevin Hunt, Hunt Wood Products, donating the cabinets for the building.
· Forever easement water plant-road access off Larch Street – Clerk Becky reported that Grady Wilson had contacted her this morning.  She said that Mr. Wilson saw no problems with the easement.  Mr. and Mrs. Wilson will work on filing the easement.  He is also looking at renting City equipment when the weather improves and possibly installing water to his property.  Councilman Black stated his concerns on the agreement making sure there is a cap in services that are being traded.  He requested a copy of the agreement to review. The Clerk’s Office will get Councilman Black a copy of the agreement.
· Loraine Frazier Encroachment Agreement – Clerk Becky reported that Loraine Frazier is reviewing the agreement.  Councilman Black wondered about other alternatives to the encroachment agreement and that the City could be creating issues down the road.  He would like to review the agreement further.  *The agreement had been approved at the December 18, 2017 Regular City Council Meeting.
· Update/Reminder re: ICRMP Online University – Clerk Becky stated under the financial report.
City Department/Committee Reports
· Clerk’s Office – 
i. Clerk Becky stated that the Clerk’s Office has been filling out end of year reports and accounting paperwork.  They have also been preparing for the switchover of the Mayor and Council positions.
· Public Works – Kavin/Chris – 
i. Public Works Supervisor Kavin and Public Works Assistant Chris went over the Public Works report in the packet.  Kavin stated that they are trying to tune their plowing routine.  They appreciate the public’s help as to where and how things had been done in previous years because they have nothing to go off of.  Councilwoman Williams said that they need to work on not leaving brumes’ in people’s drives since the City is no longer plowing private property.  Chris is looking into a mopboard attachment that would help with this.  There has been repair work done to the Grader and the 966.  The new transmission for the white truck has come in and they will try getting that put in this week.  The City of Troy donated a sand spreader and they are looking at the best way to utilize it, maybe trading with Clearwater County Highway Department.  They are also looking into trading dump trucks with the City of Troy.

i. Past Mayor James Martin reported on getting supplies, running water samples and usual errands for the City.  He also made a trip for water and wastewater chemicals to stock up on.
