Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
Pledge of Allegiance: Was said.
Accept the Agenda: Mayor Brown asked the Council for a motion to accept the agenda – Councilman Trott moved to accept the agenda.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
Approve Amended Minutes of January 15, 2018 Regular meeting:  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to approve the amended minutes from the January 15, 2018 regular meeting.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
Approve Minutes of February 19, 2018 Regular Meeting – Councilwoman Williams moved to approve the minutes as presented.  Councilman Trott 2nd.   Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
Visitors: Dale Howe addressed the Council about the water leak on 2nd Street in front of his residence.  He wants to know when it will get fixed because it needs fixed soon.  It is ruining their lawn and going into his structures.  Mayor Brown said that within the next week he, along with the Public Works Department, will get with Dale regarding the problem.
City Department/Committee Reports
· Clerk’s Office – 

i. AIC Spring Meeting, May 1st, 9 a.m. – 3 p.m., Best Western, Moscow – Deputy Clerk Christina let the Council and Mayor know of the upcoming Meeting so that they could plan for it.  When the agenda is available she will pass it along.
ii. Clerk Becky reported that Quick Books has been updated to the 2018 version.  The Direct Deposit option is available for free on the City’s end for all employees that would like to participate, including the Council.  She is still checking into how much it costs for the employees on the other end.  The Council stated that they had wanted that done for a long time.
· Public Works  – 
i. Mayor Brown reported for the Public Works Department because both employees are absent.  He went over the Public Works report sheet and also stated that there are plans to clean two of the bays at the water plant, rebuild water pumps and putting filters back into place that had not been utilized for a number of years.
· Mayor – 

i. Mayor Brown reported on working with the Public Works Department, getting supplies, running water and sewer samples and usual errands for the City. 
City Department/Committee Reports continued

· Council – Councilman Black would like to see about changing the City Council Meetings to a time in the evening instead of the 9 a.m.  He would also like a weekly update of what the Public Works department is doing on a weekly basis.  Councilwoman McCartney reported on a program that the Syringa Club along with the Elk River Emergency Fund is working on for next winter.  It would be a snow removal project where people that needed plowed/shoveled out would sign up and volunteers would go around and help them out.  Donations would be made into a fund and reimbursed to cover costs.
· Clerk Becky added that she is also working on setting up a meeting for the local Search and Rescue tentatively set for April 7th.

ii. Transfer $3,000 from General Fund Checking Account to WSG Fund Checking Account – Councilman Trott made a motion to transfer $3,000 from General Fund Checking Account to WSG Fund Checking Account.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
iii. Additional transfer from the Sewer Fund Checking Account to WSG Checking Account for $5,000.00 for O&M – Councilman Trott made a motion to transfer $5,000.00 from the Sewer Fund Checking Account to WSG Checking Account for O&M.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
iv. Transferred $31, 150.00 from WSP Investment Pool to Water System Project Checking Account –Clerk Becky reported that the annual USDA RD loan payment had been transferred into the Water System Project Checking account for the yearly loan payment to USDA RD. 
New Business
· CEDA, Christine Frei – Christine Frei addressed City Council about the services CEDA offers and their focuses for the region.
·  Fire Suppression stands – Councilwoman Williams reported two fire stands by her and Joe Yockey’s property that are rusted shut.  She would like to see them get operational this year.  Mayor Brown stated that they are on the “To Do” list for this year.
· Gravel in resident’s yards – The Council discussed the gravel that was deposited in City right of way this past winter.  The City does need to remove the gravel and will look into having the Idaho Youth Challenge Academy come up to do the job.  Chris St. Germaine will get the City their contact information.
Old Business

· Unemployment tax option – Councilman Trott made a motion to table this until the City has more information.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
· Cell phone option for Public Works and removal of shop phone – The City Council would also like to look at the option to get CB’s in the rigs as well.  It was decided to let the second office line, 208-826-3008, run out its contract in November and not renew it.  Councilman Black made a motion to disconnect the shop phone and get two cells phones for the Public Works Employees.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
· Resolution 03-19-18.1 – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to approve Resolution 03-19-18.1, setting stop and start dates for digging of city utilities.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – nay, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
· Sandahl request to remove water and sewer services on Lot 9, Block 3 – Stogy Sandahl addressed the Council wanting to disconnect his water and sewer services on Lot 9, Block 3.  The Sandahl’s have never used those services and do not plan on using them.  He understands that there is a $200 deposit required and that they will be billed for the remaining amount of the disconnect services that includes labor and equipment rental costs.  That lot will then be billed the annual O&M fee of $29.40.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to disconnect water and sewer services from the Sandahl’s property of Lot 9, Block 3 once the Sandahl’s had paid the $200 required deposit and the lot would go on the annual O&M fee of $29.40.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
· Fire Department Building Project – Chris St. Germaine that Jerry has not been able to get a quote for the building costs together yet.  The City Council looked at the proposed subscription rates at the max, half and quarter of the maximum levy rate.  Clerk Becky reported that she was waiting on a response from the City Attorney, Will Herrington, regarding the wording of the letter of interest for the subscription rates.  Once the letter is finalized it will be sent out to the land owners in the scope of the subscription area.
· Community Center Flood Proofing Project – No updates at this time
· Forever easement water plant-road access off Larch Street – No updates at this time
