Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
Pledge of Allegiance: Was said.
Accept the Agenda: Mayor Brown asked the Council for a motion to accept the agenda – Councilman Trott moved to accept the agenda.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
Executive Session as per Idaho Code §74-206(1) (a) . Roll Call Vote –Councilwoman Williams made a motion to go into Executive Session per Idaho Code §74-206(1) (a) and (b) at 9:03 a.m.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.  

***Clerk Becky went and informed the City Council that they were in violation of the Open Meeting Law by changing the Executive Session Code upon entering Executive Session.***

City Department/Committee Reports
· Clerk’s Office – 

i. New Open Meeting Laws – Deputy Clerk Christina went over the new open meeting laws.  There will in depth training at the Spring AIC Meeting,  May 1st.  House Bill 611: meeting notices and agendas need to be posted on the City’s Website and social media account.  Action items must be identified as such on the agenda, but identifying an action item does not require a vote to be taken at that meeting.  The Clerk’s Office is already implementing these changes.  Final action cannot be taken on an item added to the agenda after the start of the meeting unless an emergency is declared that requires action at that meeting.  The declaration and justification must be approved by motion of the council and recorded in the minutes.  Senate Bill 1274:  designate a records custodian for each city department and an alternate that will respond to public records requests, which should be done by resolution.  The Clerk’s office is responsible for City of Elk River’s Public Records and will check to see if the City has a Resolution already or if one needs to be done.  Bonuses, severance packages, other compensation, vouchered and unvouchered expenses for reimbursement of current or former public officials are public record.  Social security numbers and driver’s license numbers of public employees or applicants are exempt from public disclosure.  
ii. AIC Spring Meeting, May 1st – Councilman Trott made a motion to allow anyone from the City that wishes to attend the meeting to do so.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd. ii. Kavin went over the Public Work’s report and added that they also fixed the transducer that went out when the power flickered the other weekend.  A new one is on order that is lighting proof and has a life time warranty.

i. Mayor Brown reported on working with the Public Works Department, getting supplies, running water and sewer samples and usual errands for the City. 
· Council – 

i. Councilman Trott said that he would like to see dye used to try and figure out where the water is coming from at the Nordin/Howe residence at 305 South 2nd Street.  Mayor Dave and Kavin said they were already thinking of doing that.
· Fire Department – 

i. Tena Williams reported that the Fire Department Auction is this Saturday, April 21st at Tom’s Tavern.  Silent Auction is at 3 p.m. and Live Auction starts at 5 p.m.  The Razor will be out front of Tom’s to help sell the remaining tickets.

New Business
· Purposed sale of current Elk River Fire Department Building, Les Eaves, Resolution 04-16-18.1 – Les Eaves, Clearwater County Ambulance Director, reported that the Clearwater County Commissioners have approved the purchase of the current Elk River Fire Department Building.  Les said that he needs the City of Elk River to draw up a purchase agreement that also states in it the Fire Department can continue to house their equipment there until the new fire hall is completed, within a reasonable time line.  Councilman Trott made a motion to authorize the Mayor to proceed with getting together the purchase agreement for the current Fire Hall.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – abstained due to lack of information, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to approve Resolution 04-16-18.1 in the matter of the sale of the current Fire Hall.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – abstained due to lack of information, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
· Set dates for spring cleanup – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to set a tentative date for spring cleanup week May 21st – May 24th.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
· CCED Pledge – Councilman Trott made a motion to pledge $500 to CCED.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
· Discussion: changing City Council Meeting times; reference: Ordinance #198 – Mayor Brown made a suggestion to change the Council meeting date to the third Wednesday of the month. · Discussion: Dogs’ at large, reference: Ordinance #150 – There has been numerous complaints about dogs being at large in the City.  The Council looked over a draft of a letter that will be sent out to residents in the next WSG bills and posted around town.  The Clerk’s office will contact the Sheriff’s Office regarding the procedure for filing complaints because the Sheriff Deputies are not here on a regular basis.

i. Subscription letter & set rate – The Fire Department Building Committee will be meeting today to discuss the subscription rate they would like to go with.  Once the rate is set the City Council will approve it and the subscription letter can be sent out.  Councilman Trott moved to table this item until the May City Council Meeting.
