1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance: Was said.
3. Accept the Agenda: Mayor Brown asked the Council for a motion to accept the agenda.  Councilwoman Williams moved to accept the agenda.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll Call Vote –

4. Approve Minutes of April 16, 2018 Regular Meeting and April 18, 2018 Special Meeting – Councilman Trott moved to approve the minutes with amendment in the Financial Report section.  The amount transferred was corrected to $5000 from $3000.  Councilman Black 2nd.   Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.

6. Clerk’s Office – 

a. Permission for Clerk to attend AIC Annual Meeting, June 20-22 – Councilman Trott made a motion to allow Clerk Christina to attend the AIC Annual Meeting June 20-22.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd. a. Public Works Supervisor Kavin Lewis went over the Public Work’s report.  
8. Mayor – 

a. Mayor Brown reported on working with the Public Works Department, getting supplies, running water and sewer samples and usual errands for the City.  He attended the Fire Department Tuesday, May 15.  He would like to get an “Adopt a Fire Hydrant” Program going where people could buy a hydrant to paint for $50.  Monies would be given out for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place.  The other monies generated would be designated for a project to be determined.
9. Council – 

a. Councilwoman Williams said that she would like to see the entire alley maintained between South Front Street and South First Street.  There have been issues with person’s blocking it with their property. 

10. Fire Department – 

a. Tena Williams reported that all the razor raffle tickets have been sold and the drawing will be May 26th during intermission at the boat races.  There will also be a hamburger and hot dog stand.  There is a committee being formed to interview candidates for the Assistant Fire Chief position.

16. Discussion about traffic problems on busy weekends – There was a lengthy discussion on the traffic concerns on weekends in the summer.  A bigger police presence and other possible solutions were discussed.  Mayor Dave will be contacting the Clearwater County Sheriff’s Office.
17. Mountain Waterworks, Facilities Planning Grant – Ryan Rehder was unable to attend the Council meeting as planned to discuss this with the Council.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to table this until Ryan is available.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd. 18. Termination of Becky Patterson’s employment with the City of Elk River – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to reaffirm the Council vote on Becky Patterson’s dismissal with the City of Elk River effective April 24th, 2018 following her 7 day administration leave and accept the terms of the Termination Agreement.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
19. Appointment and authorization of signers on city accounts – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to remove Becky Patterson from the City’s banking and all other accounts and add Christina Bartlett to the City banking and all other accounts. The Mayor instructed Clerk Christina to proceed with the reading.  Ordinance 212 was read by title only under suspension of the rule requiring three complete and separate readings.

22. Job Opening, Custodian – The Council discussed adding duties pertaining to the outside of the building: raking leaves, mowing, sweeping the porch and cleaning up debris. 23. Fireworks Association request for donation – Councilman Trott made a motion to donate $100 to the Elk River Fireworks Association.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.
