1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance: Was said.
3. Amend the Agenda: None.
4. Approve Minutes of August 15, 2018 Council Meeting – Councilman Trott moved to approve the minutes of the August 15, 2018 Council Meeting. Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
5. Visitors: Teresa Harper wanted to thank the Mayor for getting the guard rail and pot holes fixed on the highway between Elk River and Bovill.  Dinoto’s voiced their concern about having the gate across their alley that Thompson and Dorendorf want to install.  They use the alley to access the back of their property.

6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina asked if there were any questions on her report.  
a. Mayor recall – Clerk Christina informed the Council that the recall will be on the spring 2019 ballot.

b. ICRMP University – Clerk Christina informed everyone that she is setting up the online University for everyone to complete again this year.  She reported that with everyone completing it last year our insurance did not go up with our discount.

7. Public Works – Chris went over the Public Works Report.
8. Mayor – Mayor Brown thanked ITD for their efforts on the highway between Elk River and Bovill and are hoping they can get the road totally redone before the scheduled 2022 date.  The Public Works guys had filled the potholes on Taft and Front Street.  He had spoken with Clearwater Sheriff Goetz and the Sheriff may have a mobile speed sign to assign to Elk River.  He has been working with Latah Sanitation on a new option for clean up week. He also reported on working with the Public Works Department, getting supplies, running water and sewer samples and usual errands for the City
9. Council – Councilwoman McCartney said that they are going to be looking for volunteers to help with the snow removal project for personal property.
11. Fire Department – Chief Troy Inman gave a big thanks to Larry Yockey for manning the food stand at the Mud Bogs.  Tena Williams also reported that the Fire Department Building Fund has $87,929 plus the monies from the sale of the current Fire Hall.
12.  Ambulance – Tena reported that she had taken the ambulance down to Orofino to get restocked and some maintenance done on it.  There are now 2 certified EMT’s in Elk River and they look at having the ambulance going soon.

13. a. Authorize payment of bills –Councilwoman Williams made a motion to pay the bills.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
b. Authorization: Transfer $5,000.00 out of general investment pool and into general fund checking account for operations and maintenance – Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to transfer $5,000.00 out of general investment pool and into general fund checking account for operations and maintenance.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  .  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
c. Financial statements from city accountant for FYE 2017 – It was noted that Dave Brown was listed as Mayor when it was James Martin.  Christina said she will let the accountant know.
Old Business
13. Fire Department Building Project – 
a. Real Estate Exchange Agreement – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to accept the Real Estate Exchange Agreement for the current fire hall with the changes the Clearwater Commissioners made.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
b. Construction bid opening – The City received a bid from Bull Dog Contractors of $98,669.00.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to accept the bid from Bull Dog Contractors with the change of payment schedule of half the monies down and the other half upon completion of the project.  Councilman Trott 2nd.   Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
14. Votech Lane rental house – Chris Patterson said that due to family medical issues he will be moving his family closer to Lewiston but he will continue to work for the City.
15. Approve W/S/G rate increase Resolution #09-12-18.1 – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to adopt Resolution #09-15-18.1.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried
16. Fall cleanup update – Mayor Brown reported that due to the restriction Clearwater County Transfer Station has on cleanup canisters he went to Latah Sanitation and worked a new deal.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to go with the new plan for cleanup week.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.
17.  Wastewater Facilities Planning Grant – Councilman Trott made a motion to go ahead with the wastewater Facilities Planning Grant with the funding from DEQ and USDA.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – nay, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried
18.  Thompson/Dorendorf Right of Way Agreement changes – Van and Bonnie Thompson had changes they wanted made to the agreement.  Will Herrington, City Attorney, does not recommend the changes.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to allow the changes with the right of way agreement.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – nay, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried
19. Community Center Flood Proofing Project – No updates at this time.
New Business

20. Renew City Land/Rental Leases 2018-2019.  Councilman Trott made a motion to renew the city land/rental leases for 2018-2019.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
21.  Approve FY 2018-2019 council meeting schedule – Councilman Trott made a motion to approve the FY 2018-2019 council meeting schedule.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
22.  Front Street, turn over to Clearwater County Highway District – Mayor Brown said that he had looked into turning Front Street back over to the Clearwater County Highway District because of the monies required to properly fix the two pot holes on Front Street.  He reported that Clearwater County Highway District was not in favor of it at this time.
23.  DEQ monies for lead pipes, conference call – Tim Wendland from DEQ called to explain the lead and copper loan fund. Kevin Ryan from the Boise region was also on the phone.  These are loans monies that do not have to be repaid.  The EPA gives them the authority to give these monies out.  It is a 100% grant repayment.  There is $500,000 given out statewide each year.   Tim has sent the abbreviated application to the City.  Mountain Waterworks has administered these for other communities.  The City will get with Mountain Waterworks in moving forward with this process.
24.  Noise Ordinance – Mayor Brown and Clerk Christina reported that there have been several noise complaints recently.  They went to look at the noise ordinance that they City had done and cannot fine any record of it.  They will be working with the Clearwater County Sheriff’s Office and the City Attorney on the best way to proceed with making a new noise ordinance.  It was thought that the quiet hours would best be from 10:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m.
