1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance: Was said.
3. Amend the Agenda: None.
4. Approve Minutes of September 12, 2018 Regular Council Meeting, September 27, 2018 Special Meeting, October 4, 2018 Special Meeting – Councilman Trott moved to approve the minutes of the August 15, 2018 Council Meeting. Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
5. Visitors: Chris St. Germaine informed the Council on funding available through LHTAC that City may be able to go after.  The deadline is January 17th, 2019.  Jack Story said that the City needs a full time cop in Elk River to enforce the laws.  Barb Smith said that she agreed.  Mayor Dave said that he has talked to the Sheriff about this option.  It would cost the City $35,000 and the County an extra $8,000 a year. Councilwoman Williams said that she would like to see an increased cop presence on the weekends.  The City is trying to have a Public Safety Meeting with the Sheriff’s Office, USFS and C-PTPA this winter in December/January.  It was asked if the 25 mph speed limit signs remaining could be changed to 15 mph.  Kavin said that he would do that today.  There was also talk about putting removable speed bumps on Front Street.  Barb Smith stated that the portable fuel tank on Front Street sitting between Talbert and Seubert’s was leaking.  It was stated that those properties were outside of city limits but Mayor Brown said he would check on it.
Reports 

6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina said that Presnell-Gage expects to have the FYE 2017 audit done in December and will present it to the City Council.
7. Public Works – Mayor Brown went over the Public Works Report.
a. Resignation of Chris Patterson – Mayor Brown stated that Chris Patterson has resigned and his last day would be at the end of the month.
8. Mayor – Mayor Brown said that Sheriff Goetz had also mentioned maybe having Elk River set up a Neighborhood Watch Program.  The Mayor will follow up the Sheriff and report back when he has more.  He reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples.
9. Council – Councilwoman Williams reported that Avista Representative Matt Anderson had come up and she had assisted him with removing potential hazardous trees around town.  She is also working on a landing zone for Life Flight  Emergency Landing on Landing Road.
10. Fire Department – none.
11.  Ambulance – Tena reported that the Ambulance is still being serviced in Orofino.  Darby Zick is the new Clearwater County Ambulance Director.  Darby is forming an Advisory Board for the County Ambulances.  Marsha Martin is the citizen representative for Elk River.  Tena Williams is Elk River Ambulance Representative.
Financial Report 
12. Unpaid bills report, WSG past due report, general and WSG fund reports, FYE 2018 profit and loss previous year comparison, September investment pool statement, credit card and invoices sent statement. 
a. Authorize payment of bills –Councilwoman Williams made a motion to pay the bills.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
b. Authorization: Transfer $6,200.00 out of WSG checking account and into equipment investment pool – Councilman Trott made a motion to transfer $6,200.00 out of WSG checking account and into equipment investment pool.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Motion Carried.
Old Business
13. Fire Department building project update – For site prep for the fire hall the area needs to be leveled, swales need to be put in place, culvert under Darby/McLam drive needs to be fixed and power needs to be ran.  The City needs to get with the inspector and see if the swales need to be constructed like designed in the plans or if they can be more of a drainage ditch.  Site prep is slated to be done spring of 2019.  
14.  DEQ lead and copper project update – The project is moving along. Clerk Christina has been working with Mountain Waterworks and they are going over a list of potential homes to look at.

15.  Wastewater facilities planning grant update – Mountain Waterworks has the application completed and Mayor Dave signed it this morning.

16.  Noise ordinance update – Mayor Dave said that he had contacted Sheriff Goetz on this issue.  The Sheriff  recommended a “Disturbing the Peace” ordinance versus a “Noise Ordinance” that would be in effect from 11 p.m. to 7 a.m.  Clerk Christina suggested setting up a committee to look into this and give the Council a recommendation.  Mayor Dave asked if there were any volunteers from the public that was present.  Barb Smith said that she would like to.  Clerk Christina said that she would take care of the secretarial work for the committee as far as posting the Agendas and taking/posting the minutes from the committee.
17. Votech Lane rental house – Council asked if the Patterson’s had given a move out date.  The Clerk responded that they had not.
18. Fall cleanup update – Mayor Dave gave a roundup on the cleanup week.  The City had a better cleanup than in previous years because there were no restrictions.  The City hauled off over 100 tires.  There were significant savings doing it this way as well.  It will be tweaked for next year by having cleanup week run through one weekend and trying to stop residents from dumping off things after cleanup week has ended.
19.  Thompson/Dorendorf Right of Way Agreement changes – After the last approval there was more discussion between the property owners and the final version needs to be approved.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to allow the changes with the right of way agreement.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll Call Vote – Councilman Trott – nay, Councilman Black – nay, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye. Tie vote.  Mayor Dave voted aye, breaking the tie and passing the motion.
20. Community Center Flood Proofing Project – No updates at this time.
New Business

21.  Pfiester/Yockey request to add Jason Mattson to land lease – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to add Jason Mattson to the Pfiester/Yockey land lease.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
22.  Public Works position – There was discussion about filling the Public Works Assistant position.  Mayor Brown would like to hire out Contractors for jobs until a suitable applicant can be hired.
23.  AIC Water Academy – Clerk Christina reported that AIC is putting this on instead of their Fall Officials Training.  She needs to know by October 31st  if anyone would like to attend.

24.  Adopt Authorizing Resolution for DEQ Wastewater Planning Grant – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to Adopt Authorizing Resolution for DEQ Wastewater Planning Grant.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd. Roll call vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – nay, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
25.  Adopt City Vehicle Use Policy – Councilwoman Williams went over some amendments/changes.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to adopt the City Vehicle Use Policy with the changes.  Councilman Black 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
26.  Review water shut off policy, reference Ordinance #136 – Councilwoman Williams requested the Council review the Ordinance to see if we are following it and/or if there are changes that need to be made.  It was noted that the shut off policy has deviated from the Ordinance.  The Clerks said she will make the adjustments to fit the Ordinance.

27.  Sale of City 1996 Ford F2500 truck and 1975 water truck – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to sell the City 1996 Ford F2500 truck for $800 and 1975 water truck for $100.  Councilman Trott 2nd.   Roll call vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
