DEQ lead and copper project update – Clerk Christina informed the Council that the amount of the original grant, $453,300, that had been applied for had been denied because it was for almost the whole amount that DEQ has allotted for the state in one year.  There was a compromise between the DEQ and Mountain WaterWorks to first complete a study to narrow the scope.  The new amount is for $79,500.
