1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance: Was said.
3. Amend the Agenda: None.
4. Approve Minutes of January 20, 2019 Council Meeting–Councilman Trott moved to approve the minutes of the January 20, 2019 Council Meeting. Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
5. Visitors:  Barb Smith said that she had heard that the Council was looking into charging the Elk River Museum rent for their.  Mayor Dave said that Clerk Christina had put together a report of all the current city fees for Elk River and had also researched what other area city’s had for fees.  He said he has had no interest in charging the Museum rent.  Randy Johnson said that the burm at 104 3rd Street had not been removed.  Councilwoman Williams replied that she had driven by there this morning and that it had been removed.  Randy believed that the City is required to remove all burms for Emergency Services purposes.  He was informed by the City that it is not, property owners are ultimately responsible.

6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina reported that the FYE 2017 will be completed shortly. She is attending QuickBooks training in February.
7. Public Works – Mayor Dave said that the Public Works Department has been busy plowing and keeping the water plant going.
8. Mayor – He reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples.  He said he is working on an Ordinance to present to City Council that would assign numbered seats for City Council positions.
9. Council –Councilwoman McCartney reminded everyone that the Syringa Club does have the snow plowing/shoveling program available to residents.  
10. Fire Department – Councilwoman Williams said she would like to see the Fire Department Building Committee get together soon to make sure everyone is on the same page before work on the project begins.  Clerk Christina said that she would arrange that.
11.  Ambulance – Councilwoman Williams reported that the Ambulance had been on 2 calls this last month.  There is still a need for more EMT’s.  Clerk Christina said she would put out a notice on the WSG bills.

b.  FYE 2017 draft audit – Clerk Christina reported that she had been told by the Auditor’s that they would have the audit ready for the Council meeting but she has not yet received it.  It has been tabled until it is received.
