1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:07 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance: Was said.
3. Amend the Agenda: None.
4. Approve Minutes of March 20, 2019 Council Meeting and March 20, 2019 Elk River Fire Department Building Committee Meeting–Councilwoman McCartney moved to approve the minutes of the of March 20, 2019 Council Meeting and March 20, 2019 Elk River Fire Department Building Committee Meeting. 5. Visitors:  Kerry Anderson inquired about and ordinance about garbage “junk” control at residences, lots of cats around his property, pot holes and straitening his alley.

6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina went over her report.
7. Public Works – Kavin went over his report.
8. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on finding that the source water for the water plant, Elk Creek, has iron and sulfur eating bacteria in it.  Letters were sent out to all the residents.  It is not harmful.  Cleanup week has been set up for May 9th – 16th.  He reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples.
9. Council – Councilwoman McCartney reports that the Syringa Club has ordered the flooring for the Community Center and it will be installed the first weekend in May.
10. Fire Department – Fire Co-Chief Tom Tillson reported that he was working on the radios and getting GSA equipment.  Fire Co-Chief Wayne Wilson reported that there is training on May 4th, 2019.  They have added two new volunteers to the Fire Department.  The Fire Department will be selling hamburgers and hot dogs at the SLORA Boat Races in May.
11.  Ambulance – Mayor Dave reported that he had sent out letter to certain individuals looking for Ambulance drivers and Emergency Medical Responders.

13.  Budget workshop for FYE 2020

14.  Fire Department building project update – Fire Co-Chief Wilson and Troy Inman are working on the placement of things for the building.  There is a Building Committee Meeting later today.
15.  Community Center Flood Proofing Project – Christine St. Germaine reported that she had talked to the legislators.  We are still on the list for possible funding but a bigger project is ahead of the City.
16. Proposed Ordinance #215, Assignment of Council Seats – Mayor Dave said that he is going to table this until there is a full Council.

17. Wastewater facilities planning grant update – Clerk Christina reported that she has been gathering more information that has been requested for the grant.
18. Votech Lane rental house –There was discussion on the sale of the property.  Councilwoman McCartney mad a motion to sell the City owned property at 129 Votech Lane with a minimum bid of $80,000.  Councilman Black 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilman Trott – nay, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
19. Possible sale of city property – There was discussion on the sale of the parcel of City Property adjoining the Old School House Subdivision.  Councilman Black made a motion to have the property surveyed.  Councilman Black Trott 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.

21.  Block Grants: Dodd Snodgrass – Dodd Snodgrass from CEDA spoke on Elk River now being eligible for Block Grants.
22.  Access Idaho online payment agreement – Councilman Trott made a motion to go use Access Idaho for customers to be able to make online WSG bill payments.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
23.  Radio transmitter system for water & wastewater system – Councilman Trott made a motion to buy the radio transmitter system for the water system.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.   Roll call vote – Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
24.  Fire Department Bylaws review and adopt – Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to accept the Fire Department Bylaws.  There was no second.  Motion died.
25.  Dust abatement – Mayor Dave has worked out a map for the dust abatement and the cost.  There was discussion.  Council wanted to get price quotes before moving on getting dust abatement.
26.  Discussion on capped Cemetery well – There is a well owned by the City that was tapped in 2001.  It has never been utilized.  More information will be gathered.
