1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance: Was said.
3. Amend the Agenda: Several amendments were made and the minutes will be corrected.
4. Approve Minutes of April 17, 2019 Council Meeting–Councilwoman McCartney moved to approve the minutes of the April 17, 2019 Council Meeting. Councilman Black 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
5. Visitors:  Steve Stephens said that the water meter at the Whispering Pines RV Park is ¾” running into a 2” line which is restricting his water flow and was wondering when that would be fixed.  Rod Black said it was the same way for the Recreation District lines going out to the campgrounds.  Kerry Anderson said the he would like in the April Council Minutes for it to say “junk” instead of “garbage”.  He also inquired about what had been done with the issues that he brought to the Council at the April Council Meeting.  Mayor Brown said that he was working on it with the homeowner and that the alley will be straightened.  Chris St. Germaine said that the City of Pierce would be a good town to contact because they have similar issues.  Lawren Harper asked if dust abatement would be applied to the alley in the 100 block between Front and First Street.  Mayor Brown replied that it would be.

6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina went over her report.
7. Public Works – Kavin went over his report.
8. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on cleanup week.  He thanked the Syringa Club for the new tile flooring in the Community Hall. He attended the Clearwater Highway District Meeting on May 14th, which he will report on later in the meeting.  He reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples.
9. Council – none.
10. Fire Department – Fire Co-Chief Tom Tillson reported that he looked at a pumper truck that the City of Weippe is willing to give to the Fire Department.  Volunteers are still needed to run the concession stand during the boat races over Memorial weekend.
11.  Ambulance – EMT’s, EMR’s and ambulance drivers are needed.
Financial Report 
12. Unpaid bills report, WSG past due report, general and water/sewer/garbage fund registers, profit and loss previous year comparison, March investment pool statement, credit card and invoices sent statement and second quarter financial report.  Councilwoman Williams inquired why the rental house, 129 Votech Lane, electric bill was so high.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to accept the financials.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
Authorize payment of bills – Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to pay the bills.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
New Business
13.  Clearwater County Sheriff Goetz, Forest Service Ranger Steve Bryant and Guests – Sheriff Goetz reported that the digital speed sign was ready.  He will send it up with someone who will train the City on how to run it.  There was discussion between the City, Sheriff Goetz and Officer Brandt on law enforcement staffing.  The Public also made some comments and asked questions.  Mayor Dave asked Officer Bryant about getting someone with the Forest Service to talk to the City about the iron and sulfur eating bacteria that has shown up in Elk Creek. It is in the City water system and believed to have come from the logging that was done in the Upper Basin.  Mayor Dave also inquired about whose property the gun range was on because a group of people inquired about making improvements to it.  Officer Bryant found out that it was on State land.  Officer Brandt said that the Forest Service is looking into ways to help make the Upper Basin safer.  Councilman Trott said he heard that Potlatch Security would be up for the Fun Run to ticket anyone with an oversized ORMV on the ride.  It was later found out that Potlatch was making an exception for the Fun Run.  Citizen Diana Olson said that a group of citizens are getting together to offer the law enforcement officer a place to stay and meals while they are up here.
Old Business
14.  Noise issue – Sheriff Goetz said the issue with a noise ordinance is enforcement.  A decibel meter would be needed and the Sheriff’s Office does not currently have one.  The City of Orofino has a disorderly conduct ordinance that may work for the City.  Council discussed the issue and it was decided to keep doing what has been done.
15.  Budget workshop for FYE 2020

a. Fees: Community Center areas, equipment rental, rental properties – It was discussed putting the City’s 16 foot trailer at a fee of $40 per day.  There was discussion on the rate for the City’s rental property on Landing Road.  The Clerk said that for budgetary purposes she will estimate it at $1500 per year.  Discussion will continue on the Landing Road property. 
16.  Fire Department building project update – The City is getting ready for site prep after cleanup week is concluded.  Co-Chief Wayne Wilson reported that he spoke with Jeff at Bulldog Construction and they are looking at moving their equipment in June 3, 2019.  Over $16,000 was made at the Fire Department Auction for the Building Fund.
17. Proposed Ordinance #215, Assignment of Council Seats 
“Under suspension of the rule requiring three complete and separate readings and that the Clerk read the Ordinance by Title only” – 
a. Councilwoman Williams made a motion to suspend the rule requiring three complete and separate readings and that the Clerk read the Ordinance by Title only.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – nay, Councilman Black – nay, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Failed.  The Mayor had the Clerk read the Ordinance for the first time by title only.  The Clerk read the Ordinance by title only.
b. Adopt proposed Ordinance #215 – no action could be taken.
18.  Votech Lane Rental house Public Hearing Notice – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to adopt the Votech Lane Rental house Public Hearing Notice that sets the Public Hearing date for June 12th, 2019.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – nay, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
19.  Fire Department Bylaws review and adopt – Councilman Trott made comments and Councilman Black asked questions.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to acknowledge the Fire Department Bylaws.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
20.  Dust Abatement – Mayor Dave reported that he had met with Roadwise to map out dust abatement for the City.  It will take 1 ½ trucks to do the City at a cost of $7200.  Mayor Dave met with the Clearwater Highway District to have the half load stored in their tanks temporarily in order to save the City money.  $6000 was budgeted for dust abatement.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to authorize the additional $1200 for dust abatement.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – nay, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
21.  Cemetery Well – Mayor Dave reported on what he had learned about the City Well up by the Elk River Cemetery.  What he found is that it would not be a good backup source for the City.  Councilman Black would like to see the water tested.  He will find out the cost and report back.
22. Wastewater facilities planning grant update – The City has been awarded $32,500 from DEQ.  The City is gathering information for Mountain Waterworks for the Wastewater Facilities Plan.
23. Lead/copper Grant – Mayor Dave reported that Mountain Waterworks will be out the later part of May or beginning of June to do two field days looking at homeowner’s lines.
24.  Possible sale of city property – none.

25.  Community Center Flood Proofing Project – none

26.  June Council Meeting date change – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to move the June Council Meeting date to June 12th, 2019.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
27.  Elk River Fireworks Association donation request – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to give the Elk River Fireworks Association $100.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
28.  Clearwater County Economic Development pledge request – Councilman Trott made a motion to pledge $500 to Clearwater County Economic Development.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.  Christine St. Germaine reported that there is a vacancy available on the Board.

29.  Clearwater Resource Conservation and Development Council pledge request – Councilwoman Williams mad a motion to pledge $100 to the Clearwater Resource Conservation and Development Council.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
