1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance: Was said.
3. Open Public Hearing for sale of City property at 129 Votech Lane – Mayor Dave opened the Public Hearing at 9:00 a.m.

a. Comments – The Council asked a few questions.

4. Close Public Hearing for sale of City property at 129 Votech Lane – Mayor Dave closed the Public Hearing at 9:05 a.m.

5. Amend the Agenda – none.
6. Approve Minutes of May 15, 2019 Regular Meeting and June 3, 2019 Special Meeting–Councilwoman Williams moved to approve the minutes of the May 15, 2019 Regular Meeting and June 3, 2019 Special Meeting. Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
7. Visitors:  Diane Olson asked about having a 15 mph sign posted on Front Street as you turn left onto it from Taft Street.  Mayor Dave said that it would not be a problem. Lawren Harper asked when the potholes would be fixed and dust abatement applies to the alley between the 100 block of South Front and South First Street.  Mayor Dave replied that it would be this week.  Kerry Anderson asked about the pole being moved out of the alley between North Front and north First Street of the 200 block.  Mayor Dave and Clerk Christina responded that they have been working with Frontier and are waiting to hear back with them,, Diane Olson also said that she had spoken to a contractor that was up looking at the placement options for Frontier.

10. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples.
11. Council – Councilwoman Williams wondered about the electric at the rental house being so high again this month.  Clerk Christina said she would have Avista turn the power off at the house.  Councilman Trott asked that the flashing speed sign be moved to the north end of Front street for the coming weekend.
12. Fire Department – Fire Co-Chief Wayne Wilson reported that Co-Chief Tom Tillson is on the mend after his health issue last month.  The Fire Department will be selling hot dogs and hamburger at the SLORA Boat races this weekend.
13.  Ambulance – Tena Williams reported that EMT’s, EMR’s and ambulance drivers are needed.

15.  Budget workshop for FYE 2020
a.   Fees: Councilwoman Williams made a motion to set the rental fee for the city property on 

      Landing road to $1000 for FYE 2020, $1500 for FYE 2021 and $2000 for the next 3-5               

      years after that.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman 
Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman  
McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
b. Review of FYE 2020 budget – Clerk Christina reported that the first draft of the FYE 2020 budget is in their packet.
c. Dates for Budget Workshops – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to set budget workshops for July 10th and 11th, 2019 at 6 p.m.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
16.  Fire Department building project update – It was reported that Bulldog Construction has started on the building.
17. Proposed Ordinance #215, Assignment of Council Seats – Mayor Brown instructed that Clerk Christina read proposed Ordinance #215 in its entirety for the 2nd reading.

18.  Cemetery Well – Councilman Black did not have the estimate on the testing of the water in the well.
19. Wastewater facilities planning grant update – Clerk Christina reported that she is gathering information for Mountain Waterworks for the Wastewater Facilities Plan.
20. Lead/copper Grant – Mayor Dave reported that Mountain Waterworks is in town looking at pipes that residents have going from the meter to their houses.  Tena Williams, Road Black and Kerry Anderson volunteered the information that they know they have galvanized pipes in the ground at their residences.
21.  Community Center Flood Proofing Project – Mayor Dave reported that he had a quote to do a french drain around the building in order to alleviate the issue.  There are currently no funds available to help with the project.  Clerk Christina reported that the problem is that City Hall is located in the Community Center and is the one looking for the funds.  She has talked with Chris St. Germaine with CCED and they are looking at different ways to apply for the funds such as having the Museum or Syringa Club applying for them.

22.  Possible sale of city property – Mayor Dave reported the Cuddy and Associates has said that they will be up here the week of June 17th, 2019 to do the survey.
New Business

23.  Elk River Library: request to set pole in the city right away on Taft Street between 1st and Front Street – Councilman Black made a motion to allow the Elk River Library set a pole for their internet equipment pole in the city right away on Taft Street between 1st and Front Street.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  .  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
24.  Resolution 06-12-19.1: Sale of city Property at 129 Votech Lane – A couple of the Councilmember’s had an issue with the resolution stating that the City may consider bids where the City will carry the contract for up to 10 years with 20% of the purchase price as a down payment. There was also a concern with the resolution not stating that the property is sold “as is”  Some Councilmember’s wanted to change the resolution by stating that the property is sold “as is” and taking out the clause stating that the City will carry the contract.  Clerk Christina stated her concerns with taking out the clause that the City will carry the contract because in the Public Hearing Notice they had passed and published it stated that the City would.  She would like to check with the City’s attorney to see if that can be done at this stage or if the Public Hearing would have to be redone as well.  Councilman Trott made a motion to table this.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  .  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
