Regular Monthly Council Meeting Minutes

1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance: Was said.
3. Amend the Agenda – none.
4. Approve Minutes of June 12, 2019 Special Meeting, July 19, 2019 Fire Department Building Committee Meeting and July 10, 2019 Work Session Meeting–Councilwoman Williams moved to approve the minutes of the of June 12, 2019 Special Meeting, July 19, 2019 Fire Department Building Committee Meeting and July 10, 2019 Work Session Meeting. Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
5. Visitors:  Lauren Harper thanked the City for the dust abatement application for the town.
Reports 

6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina went over her report.
7. Public Works – Mayor went over the Public Works report.  DeEtta Mitchell requested that the bushes on Fir Street be trimmed.  They are overgrown and causing a traffic hazard.  Councilwoman Williams added that there are other places around town that needed attention as well.
8. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples.  The Public Works Department is working on filling in holes on Front Street and is trying work out getting Front Street chip sealed while Knife River is coming through sealing the Highway.
9. Council – Councilman Trott said that the fireworks were out of control with them being set off on others private property.  He would like to look into having a designated place to set them off for next year.  Councilman Black said he has noticed that the flashing speed sign has been making a difference.  He would like to see more of them and inquired about moving it around.  Mayor Dave responded that he has yet to receive the key to the lock from the Clearwater Sheriff’s Office.  Councilman Black also inquired about the tree debris that has been piled onto the empty lot owned by the school district on 4th Street.  Mayor Dave said that he is getting that taken care of.
10. Fire Department – The Fire Department will be driving around town and sounding the sirens on September 11th in memoriam.  They will also be flushing hydrants and testing pressure that day.  They made over $1120 at the 4th of July hot dog/hamburger stand and $250 in shirt sales.
11.  Ambulance – There were 5 calls over the Fireworks weekend.   EMT’s, EMR’s and ambulance drivers are needed.

13.  Matthes: Landing Road lease – none.

14.  Request for a donation for kids equipment for event weekends – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to donate $250 towards the kids equipment.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
15. Closing Main Street between 1st and 2nd Street on August 9th and 10th – Councilman Trott made a motion to close Main Street between 1st and 2nd Street from noon August 9th until the morning of August 11th.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.   Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried. 
16.  Proposed rates for RV rental spot next to city Shop – The Council will gather more information and report back next month. 
17.  Review of proposed FYE 2020 budget – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to publish the proposed FYE 2020 budget.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.   Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried. 

18.  Fire Standpipes – Randy looked into standpipes versus hydrants and found that water can be taken out of standpipes to fight fire by the fire department.  Both stand pipes in town are in working order as well.

19.  Proposed Ordinance #215, Assignment of Council Seats:

a. Clerk will conduct 3rd reading – Mayor Brown instructed the Clerk to read proposed Ordinance #215.  Clerk Christina read proposed Ordinance #215 by title only.

b. Vote on proposed Ordinance #215 – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to accept proposed Ordinance #215.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – nay, Councilman Black – nay, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Results – tie vote.  Mayor Brown – aye.  Motion passed. 
20.  Cemetery Well – Councilman Black did not have the estimate on the testing of the water in the well.
21.  Resolution 07-17-19.1 – The Council discussed the sale of the property.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to accept Resolution 07-17-19.1.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilman Black – nay, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried. 

22.  2018 CCR (Consumer Confidence report) – Clerk Christina reported that the report had be enclosed in the water/sewer/garbage billing sent out at the end of June, it is available on the city’s website, a link was provided on the city’s Facebook page and it is posted at the Library, Post Office and City Hall.
23.  Fire Department building project update – The building should be completed in the next week.  Danny Haskell will be coming up Friday to help determine the best way to run the sewer for the building.
24. Wastewater facilities planning grant update – Clerk Christina reported that we have been approved for funding by USDA and that the Mayor will be signing the papers in the next few days.
25. Lead/copper Grant –none.
26.  Possible sale of city property – Cuddy and Associates are backed up and have not surveyed the property.
27.  Community Center Flood Proofing Project – none.
