7. Visitors:  Tory Inman said he had taken time off of work to attend today’s meeting at 9:00 a.m. and asked if there were any repercussions for it and if the meeting tonight was even legal.  He was told that the City had checked with a lawyer and that the meeting is fine because it was posted everywhere else and advertized for 6 pm.  He also asked if there was anything that could be done about the metal encroaching onto the street at Jesse Trott’s residence.  The Recreation District is receiving playground equipment from Fairchild Air Force Base and needs volunteers to help load it. b. Adopt proposed Ordinance #216 – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to adopt proposed Ordinance #216.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.  The Clerk read Ordinance by title only.
19. Installation of chemical control flow at water plant.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to authorize up to $5000 for the installation of the chemical control flow at the water plant. 21. Renew City Land/Rental Leases 2019-2020 – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to approve the 2019-2020 land leases contingent on the Matthes’s accepting the new rates on the Landing Road lease.  Councilman Trott 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
22.  Approve FY 2019-2020 council meeting schedule – Councilman Trott made a motion to approve the FY 2019-2020 council meeting schedule.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
23.  City of Nez Perce NPDES permit concern – The Council discussed the City of Nez Perce’s concerns and issues and decided not to take any action.

23. Wastewater facilities plan update – Mayor Dave reported that Christina Bartlett and Randy Ball have been working with Mountain Waterworks on the plan.
