19.  Syringa Club request for donation – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to donate $200 to the Syringa Club.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  .  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilman Trott – nay because the Council could be setting a precedent, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried
20.  Heating System at City Hall – It was decided to be tabled.  Some Council members will gather more information and options to be presented at the next Council meeting. 
21.  Storage Shed at City Hall – Mayor Dave reported that the Public Works guys are removing the storage shed that is attached to City Hall.  It had damage and would have most likely fallen in this winter.  The City had contacted different Contractors and they all said that it would cost more to repair it then to build a new one.
22.  Sale of House at 129 Votech Lane update – Mayor Dave reported that the paperwork to sell the property had been filed.  $17,000 is being put in the Equipment Investment Pool and $50,000 in the General Investment Pool.
23.  Lead and Copper Project update – Ryan Rheder reported that they were still working on an update after gathering more samples and reports last month.
24.  Transportation Plan Grant update – Christina reported that she had Chris St. Germaine look over the grant and it will be submitted before the end of the month.
25.  Community Center Flood Proofing Project – Chris St. Germaine reported that the City is eligible for an Avista Foundation Health and Human Services Grant.  The application period is January 1, 2020 – February 1, 2020.  It is awarded in April 2020 and has a 50% match.
