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*Adopt a Hydrant Project*
Adopt a Hydrant is a public art project in the City of Elk River.  Everyone is invited to submit an application for a hydrant to paint.  Limited hydrants available.  If accepted, the fee is $50.  Applications are available at Elk River City Hall.
DESIGN RULES

· Hydrant designs should be appropriate for a public space and should not endorse an individual or business, contain any logos, be political in nature, or be offensive in any way.

· NO DESIGN SHOULD SIGNIFICANTLY REDUCE HYDRANT VISIBILITY IN ANY WAY.
· Applicant must follow the design submitted in your application and approved by City Hall.

· Applicant is responsible for all supplies needed.
· The lid must be the specified color of red, green or blue designated for that hydrant.  This section identifies each hydrant’s water pressure.

· Nothing can be attached to the fire hydrant.  The fire hydrant cannot be altered in any way other than the paint.
APPLICATION

· Applicants must submit a completed application including a proposed design, in color, using the provided template.  The $50 is required with the completed application.  If rejected, the $50 fee will be returned to the applicant.  The City of Elk River reserves the right to deny any application.
· Applicants under the age of 18 must obtain signed consent from a parent or legal guardian to participate.
· Completed Applications and designs may be scanned and emailed to cityer@turbonet.com, mailed to City of Elk River, PO Box H, Elk River, ID  83827 or dropped off at City Hall.
· Applicants may request a specific location, but the City of Elk River reserves the right to designate eligible hydrants.  No one has the “right” to a particular hydrant.
· Applicants must be assigned a fire hydrant and any additional instructions before starting the painting process.
PAINTING
· Paint only the assigned fire hydrant.

· Remove all dirt, mud and debris from the hydrant before painting.

· The public and space immediately around the fire hydrant should be kept clean and neat.  Please respect the property.

· If the applicant in any way changes the design from the approved design, the City of Elk River reserves the right to alter it or paint over it, without refund.

· If the hydrant design is vandalized or deteriorates below public art standards, the City of Elk River reserves the right to alter it or paint over it, without refund.

GENERAL

· The painted hydrant remains always the property of the City of Elk River.

· If the rules are not followed, the hydrants will be painted over.  The City will not refund application fees in cases of the applicants not adhering to the rules of the program or the hydrants deteriorates or must be replaced or removed.

· By participating in the Adopt a Hydrant Project, the applicant acknowledge that the City of Elk River and its affiliates are not responsible in any way for an injury or property damage directly associated with this activity.
