1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance - was said.
3. Open Public Hearing for Wastewater Facilities Plan– Mayor Dave opened the Public Hearing at 9:01 a.m.
a. Ryan Rehder from Mountain Waterworks made a presentation on the Wastewater Facilities Plan.
b. Comments: John Miller Jr. – concerns about the Public Hearing being at 9:00 a.m., he asks about using UV for treatment as opposed to chemicals, the costs of these project for low-income residents, the need for a lift station and having a backup power source for when there are power outages.  Ron Fredrick inquired about using solar power.
4. Close Public Hearing for Wastewater Facilities Plan – Mayor Dave closed the Public Hearing at 10:37 a.m.
5. Amend Agenda – none.  
6. Approve Minutes of February 19, 2020 Council Meeting, –Councilwoman Williams moved to approve the minutes of the February 19, 2020 Council Meeting. Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
7. Financial report for February – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to accept the financial report.  Councilwoman Olson 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
a. Pay bills – Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to pay the bills.  Councilwoman Olson 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
8. Visitors/Guests – Dennis Fuller stated that he was running for Clearwater County Commissioner.
Reports  
9. Clerk’s Office – Christina went over her report. She added that the AIC Spring Meeting has been cancelled and moving to a video format.  LHTAC is having an elected official’s day but she expects that to be cancelled as well.  
10. Public Works – Randy went over his report. He also added that he has gone through all the spare pumps and parts that the City had at the shop and was able to rebuild a few pumps as backups.  He has an equipment maintenance log book and went over what has been done to each piece of equipment.
11. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples and working with the employees.  He met with the Clearwater County Commissioners on March 16, 2020 at their meeting regarding the County and the City’s garbage canister service.  The County is looking into switching Elk River to Latah Sanitation for canister service.  Mayor Dave went over the financial numbers he had come up with and the possible alternative to Clearwater County providing garbage services.  He also addressed the Coronavirus in regards to the City’s operations.
12. Council – Councilwoman Olson reported on the 911 sign project that she, DeEtta Mitchell and Kami Nibler are working on.  They are trying to get every place to have the blue reflective address signs to make it easier for emergency services to locate residences.  Christina will mail out the flyers.
13. Fire Department – Chief Wayne Wilson reported that this last weekend five firemen from Elk River attended the Clearwater Fire Academy in Orofino and everyone passed.  The Orofino Fire Department has opened up their training facilities to Elk River as well.  
a. Building report –Councilwoman Williams reported that the Auction is coming up on April 25, 2020.  Indoor sewer has been roughed in and Fletcher’s Plumbing will be back after the concrete has been laid and the rooms have been built.  She has also just received the invoice from him and will pass it along to the City.  John Miller let the Chief know that he is certified in wild land firefighting.
14.  Ambulance – Councilwoman Williams reported that the ambulance has taken measures for protection with the Coronavirus.

15. Sale of property at 525 Bobcat Lane
a. Open bids – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to open the bids received for the property at 525 Bobcat Lane.  Councilwoman Olson 2nd. One was from Adam Macke for $35,101.50 with 30% down and the rest to be financed by the City of Elk River.  The second bid was from Bill & Joelle Candler for $34,000.00 cash. 
b. Accept or decline bids – Councilwoman Olson made a motion to accept the bid from Bill & Joelle Candler for $34,000.00 cash.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
c. Authorize mayor to sign documents if property is sold - Councilwoman Williams made a motion authorizing Mayor Dave to sign the documents for the sale of the property at 525 Bobcat Lane.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
16. Fire Department By-laws – The duties of the Safety Officer need to be listed.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to table the item until the next Council Meeting.  Councilwoman Olson 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
17. Budget workshop for FYE 2021

a. Fees – It was suggested to raise the lease for the property on Landing Road currently leased by Pfiester/Yockey/Mattson to $1500.00.  Nothing is final yet, these are just for budget projection purposes.
