5. Visitors/Guests – none.    
Reports  
6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina went over her report and stated that the City was not awarded the Steel-Reece Foundation Grant for the new Elk River Fire Department Building.  If the building is not finished this fall we can reapply for the next round of funding.
7. Public Works – Mayor Dave went over the Public Works report. 
8. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples and that the refit of the garbage canister is complete and the city has switched services from Clearwater County to Latah Sanitation.  
9. Council – Councilman Black asked again why the City was not doing all the annexation at once.  He was reminded that it was two different types of annexation and that the City wanted to do this first before the bigger one was taken on.
10. Fire Department – none  
a. Building report –Councilwoman Williams reported concrete work would be starting today.
11.  Ambulance – Jessica Trott has passed her EMT certification.
Council Business Items
12. Gordon & Deanna Kreisher request to not pay water and sewer base rate when they are not residing at their residence – Gordon and Deanna Kreisher talked about their and their family history with Elk River.  They feel that the months when they are not using their water they should not have to pay anything for it, no base rate charge.  It was thought that it is stated in City ordinance that base rate is to be charged whether or not the service is being used.  Clerk Christina will check on it.
13. Pfiester/Yockey/Mattson Land Lease –Mayor Dave explained that Chris Yockey had contacted him regarding the notice they received about the rate increase for the upcoming fiscal year.  Council talked it over and decided to stick with what they had decided at the $1500.00 per year.
14. Policy for water leaks – Councilman Black made a motion to adopt the water leak policy.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilman Black – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.  
15. Review of proposed FYE 2021 budget – Clerk Christina reported that she has not been notified that things are set at the State and County level regarding the budget.  When she has a budget ready a special meeting will be called to finalize the proposed budget for publication.
16. Broadband Grant update – Clerk Christina reported that she has received 74 letters of support and that she will be submitting the grant today.  Grant approval/denial should be known by the end of July/first part of August.
