6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina went over the Clerk’s report.
7. Public Works – Randy Ball went over the Public Works report. 
8. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples.  He has also been working on getting signage quotes for new Fire Department.
9. Council – Councilwoman Olson gave a report on the 911 signage.
10. Fire Department – Fire Chief Wayne Wilson reported that there is no burning allowed thru Friday, September 18th per DEQ.  DEQ will reevaluate then to decide whether or not to reissue the order.
a. Building report –Councilwoman Williams reported that the Clearwater Highway District donated a load of gravel for the building project.  Kami Nibler got the Kilz paint at a good price.  Tena will be meeting with Curt McLam in the next few weeks.  Kevin Hunt is willing to donate some cabinets.  There are approximately 25 bricks that have been sold for the fundraiser. 13. ICRMP update – The Mayor and Clerk reported that ICRMP has ceased their relationship with our local agent, Eimer’s Insurance.  We will be dealing directly with the Boise office for at least the next year.
14. Plat fees discussion – The Clerk explained that we have a subdivion ordinance and in the ordinance it states that the fees associated with it are set in a resolution.  She cannot find such resolution.  She researched other areas, consulted with the City attorney to come up with the draft resolution.  She is looking for feedback from the Council regarding it.  The Council had no problem with the fees.

16. Broadband Grant update – The Mayor recapped what had happened last week with the committee and Special Council meeting.  The Clerk reported that the contract has been signed and Inland Cellular was moving forward.
17. Community Center Hazard Mitigation Grant update – Clerk Christina reported that Chris St. Germaine and she had gathered the data the Idaho Office of Emergency Management and FEMA had requested.  There has been issues inputting the data in the new system but it will get worked out.
