5. Visitors/Guests – USFS Law Enforcement Officer Steve Bryant addressed the City Council regarding the hunting camp that has set up at the Elk Creek Fall’s kiosk on Highway 8.  He is talking to the Forest Service leadership about making that a day use only area.

6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina went over the Clerk’s report.
7. Public Works – Mayor Dave went over the Public Works report. Diana Olson had a concern regarding people staying at Greta Clark’s properties parking in the alley for snow removal.  Clerk Christina will contact Greta reminding her that vehicles need to be off the street for plowing.
8. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples.  He had spoken to Councilman Rod Black who gave his verbal resignation to him. 13. Community Center Hazard Mitigation Grant update – Christina reported that she had a virtual “kickoff” meeting with FEMA and Chris St. Germaine regarding the grant administration.  The grant states that the project needs to be completed; Christina said that she will put in for an extension for the project completion date.
14.  Broadband Grant update – Christina received an update from Chris St. Germaine stating that the poles were going to be going in this week, the County P&Z hearing would be tonight for the pole needing to be placed on the Haney property to reach C-PTPA.  The project is still on track for the December 10, 2020 deadline.
15. Nuisance abatement update – Mayor Dave reported that 3 out of the 5 properties are done.  Judy Miller’s phase one has been completed and work will resume next year.  Dave has spoken to a person that is interested in purchasing the Sam Jordan Property and asked if the cleanup could be pushed until next year.  Dave agreed to give him until June 1st, 2020.
16. Transportation Plan Grant – Clerk Christina reported that she sent in the LHTAC LRHIP grant for a Transportation Plan for the City of Elk River on November 5, 2020.  We won’t know until spring 2021 if we are awarded.
