1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance - was said.
3. Approve Minutes of December 16, 2020 Council Meeting – Councilwoman Olson moved to approve the minutes of the December 16, 2020 Council Meeting.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
4. Financial –Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to accept the financial report.  Councilwoman Olson 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
a. Pay bills – Councilwoman Olson made a motion to pay the bills.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
5. Visitors/Guests – none.

6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina went over the Clerk’s report. She reported that last week when the power was out the sump pumps in the basement of City Hall were not running for a time and the basement filled with water again because of the rain on snow event we were experiencing.  The Public Works Department got a generator going to run the sump pumps.  The Clerk was able to document the water damage.
7. Public Works – Randy went over the Public Works report.  Councilwoman Williams said that she has heard lots of thanks from everyone regarding Randy, Hawk & Brad Dorendorf’s, Clearwater Highway District,  efforts to make extra parking for the snowmobilers and keeping things open at the normal parking lot and along Landing Road.
8. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples
9. Council – none.
10. Fire Department – Chief Wayne Wilson asked if it would be possible to get a COVID-19 vaccine clinic in Elk River to avoid everyone having to go to Orofino.  This would benefit the first responders, front line workers and most of the full time population in Elk River.  Don Gardner said that he would see if that could happen and will get back with City Hall.
a. Building report – Plumbing is done and has passed inspection; the electrician is coming this Friday.  Tena met with Kami Nibler and DeEtta Mitchell, Fire Department Treasurer to review the building funds and it will be close getting everything done with the current amount of funds. 
11.  Ambulance – Don Gardner said that he is more involved in the politics side of the Ambulance and Molly is taking care of the day to day operations.  A power lift gurney has been ordered for Elk River.

Clerk Christina administered the Oath of Office to Marsha Martin.
14. Approve 2021 beer/liquor licenses for Tom’s Tavern, Log Inn and Elk River Lodge and General Store contingent on receiving their state and county licenses.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to approve the 2021 beer/liquor licenses for Tom’s Tavern, Log Inn and Elk River Lodge and General Store contingent on receiving their state and county licenses.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
15. Elk River Communications Plan update – Don Gardner reported that he has compiled the information from the surveys.  The next step is for us to come up with objectives and fill out the worksheet he provided and get it back to him.  Christina said she will set up a workshop for this to get worked on.
16. Bond Council selection – Ryan Rheder went over the three companies the City received proposals from; McAloon Law, Hawley Troxell and MSBT Law.  The Council discussed the options.  Councilwoman Olson made a motion to accept the proposal from MSBT Law.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
17. Clearwater County repeal of Building Code Ordinance discussion – Mayor Dave said that the Clearwater County Commissioners want to repeal the Building Codes for Clearwater County and wanted to bring it to the attention of the City Council.  It was discussed at length.  Everyone agreed that they could not see an upside to this.  Clerk Christina will draft a letter to the Commissioners stating the Council’s position on this.  Mayor Dave said that he would attend the Public Hearing regarding the issue.
18. PERSI retirement – Councilwoman Williams said that she has researched to idea of offering PERSI to the City employees and has information on the plan.  It was discussed and felt that it would be nice to offer if the City could afford it.  It was tabled for more information to be gathered.

19. Fiscal Year End 2019 Audit – Presnell Gage has completed the Fiscal Year End 2019 Audit.  If there are any questions please let the Clerk know and she will relay them to the Auditors.
20. Broadband Grant update – Christina reported that she had asked Inland Communications for the information the Council requested at the last meeting but never heard back.  The City received the grant payment and has paid the invoice from Inland Communications.
