1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance - was said.
3. Approve March 17, 2021 Council Meeting minutes – Councilwoman Olson moved to approve the minutes of the March 17, 2021 Council Meeting.  Councilwoman Martin 2nd. 4. Financial – Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to accept the financial report.  Councilwoman Olson 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.

a. Pay bills – Councilwoman Olson made a motion to pay the bills.  Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
5. Visitors/Guests – none.
Reports  
6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina went over the Clerk’s report. Christina added that the spring AIC District Meeting will be held in person April 19th in Moscow.  Let Christina know if you plan on attending and she will get you registered.  She found out yesterday that the Transportation Plan grant was funded.  That will kick off fall of 2021.
7. Public Works – Randy went over the Public Works report.  They plan on taking the chains off the equipment next week and being able to start grading the roads soon, weather permitting.
8. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples.  The Covid19 Clinic was conducted March 9th and the 2nd dose will be administered April 6th.  We will be able to administer another round of 1st doses as well.  We gave the City of Bovill our information and they are going to set up a clinic for their residents.
9. Council – Councilwoman Williams inquired about the Clearwater Highway District’s sale of equipment that the City is looking into purchasing.  It was reported that we are waiting on the Highway District to put the equipment up for sale.  She also had an idea to incase the columns that surround the “Welcome to Elk River” sign in brick columns like the City of Troy has or something like that.  It was agreed that would be a great idea.  She will look into that with Shelley McLam.  The sign has been fixed up after the damage it sustained from the winter and will be relocated to next to the By-way sign. Councilwoman Olson inquired if there were more 15 mph signs that could be put up around town.  Also, could a reminder be put in the wsg billing asking residents to slow down around town.  She also would like the City to look at adopting a fireworks ordinance.  She will look at what other City’s have.  Mayor Dave will contact Sheriff Goetz.  Councilwoman McCartney asked of we could talk to the State about changing the speed limit by Shattuck Ridge Road.  It can be very dangerous getting off of that road and onto the Highway at the 55 mph speed limit due to poor visibility of traffic coming from either direction.  
10. Fire Department – none.
a. Building report – Mayor Dave reported that the replacement tin has arrived.  Strom will be out to move the outside light and do their electric work.  Then the signage can go up.  The sheetrock, stairs, railing and generator overhang are almost done.  Councilwoman Williams reported that she has more bricks to take to be engraved.

12. Michelle Bly, Block Grant Administrator: introduction and big picture next steps – Michelle Bly introduced herself and went over the next steps in the Sewer Project.  The public meeting on April 23rd, bond election in May, if the bond passes then she and Ryan from Mountain Waterworks will be talking to funding agencies, May-November Block Grant applications are due, public hearing in November to present the application (will go over it with the City Council in October), she will be working with Rural Development in the mean time.  The Block Grant will pay for the design and would be awarded in April 2022; an environmental study would also be done.  Construction would start in 2023.
13. Place ad in the Clearwater Tribune for Water/Sewer Engineering Services (RFP) – Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to place an ad in the Clearwater Tribune for General Engineering Services (RFP).  Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
14. Lead & Copper Project update: Christina went over what the options were from the March City Council Meeting.  She had reached out to Mike Woodworth, Mountain Waterworks, last week to remind him of the upcoming Meeting to have the cost from DEQ regarding just purchasing the equipment.  He has not gotten the information to the City yet.  If needed the Council will call a Special Meeting to make a decision.
15. Mutual Aid with Clearwater Highway District – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to accept the Mutual Aid with the Clearwater Highway District.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
16. Dust Abatement update – Mayor Dave reported that he has been in contact with Roadwise for dust abatement application.  It will be applied May 25th and will cost $200 more then last year.
