1. Called to Order: Mayor Brown called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance - was said.
3. Approve April 21, 2021 Council Meeting minutes – Councilwoman Williams moved to approve the minutes of the April 21, 2021 Council Meeting.  Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
4. Financial – Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to accept the financial report.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.

a. Pay bills – Clerk Christina noted on the bills detail that she accidently put the bill for WSG checking account checks down twice but there was only one bill.  Councilwoman Martin made a motion to pay the bills.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
5. Visitors/Guests – Barb Smith asked that the mess of nails and screws that get left down at the swimming hole area on Landing Road get put on the next agenda.  Mayor Dave said that he would talk to those who leave the mess.  Josh Eckert from Inland Cellular gave an update on the fixes and upgrades they have been making to the internet services the past 6 months.

6. Clerk’s Office – Clerk Christina went over the Clerk’s report. 
7. Public Works – Randy went over the Public Works report.  Barb Smith inquired about getting the culvert replaced that goes across the alley next to her place.  Randy told her that it is on his list.
8. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples.  The Sewer Bond election passed.  Michelle Bly fielded questions from the visitors regarding the next steps.
9. Council – Councilwoman Olson asked if the Fun Run Committee would be requiring that the children wear helmets during the ride, Councilwoman Williams replied that they are.  Clearwater County Sheriff’s Office said that there would be 2 Deputies up for the ride.
10. Fire Department – none.
a. Building report – Tena reported that Strom is up doing electrical work right now and then the signage can go up out front, drywall is up, the cabinets are being constructed.  We are almost at a point where nothing else can be done until more funds are raised.  Fire Department Brick Fundraiser is still going.  Grand opening probably won’t be until next year.

12. Discussion on possible fireworks ordinance. Mitch Jared, Chief Deputy of Clearwater County Sheriff’s Office will be at the meeting to speak on behalf of the Sheriff’s Office – There was discussion between Council, Mayor, Sheriff’s Officers, Staff and Patrons with the issue.  Enforcement being one issue, the Officers would have to see the person actually light off the fireworks or the reporting party would have to and be willing to testify in court.  The ordinance would only apply within City limits. Other crimes more important crimes would take presidents (speeding, etc).  There is a state statue that the Sheriff’s office could be more forceful with if the City gave them the directive to do so.  Council decided to have a special meeting to continue the conversation.
13. Clearwater County Economic Development (CCED) membership pledge – Coucilwoman Williams made a motion to donate $500.00 for the Clearwater County Economic Development (CCED) membership pledge.  Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.

14. Request to replace large shop roll up door.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to go with the bid From Nationserve of Lewiston for $2,752.36 to replace the large shop rollup door.  Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
15. Lead & Copper Project – Clerk Christina reported that it Mike Woodworth from Mountain Waterworks is still gathering information from DEQ regarding the option of purchasing and storing the equipment for future use.
16. Sewer Bond – It was reported that the un-official ballots results were that the sewer bond passed with over 75%.
17. Fiscal year ending 2022 budget discussion – Clerk Christina asked if anyone wanted to discuss any changes to the fees on the list for the next fiscal year.  No one did.
18. Engineer statement of qualifications deadline and next steps reminder – Clerk Christina and Michelle Bly went over the next steps.  A Special Meeting will be called to do the selection process.
19. Large equipment purchase – Mayor Dave gave an update that we are still waiting on the Clearwater Highway District to decide if they want to put their loader up for sale.
