1. Call to order – Mayor Dave called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance – was said.

3. Approve minutes: June 16, 2021 Council Meeting – Councilwoman Martin made a motion to approve the June 16, 2021 Council Meeting.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd. 4. Financial Report - Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to accept the financial report.  Councilwoman Olson 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
a. Pay bills – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to pay the bills.  Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
5. Visitors/Guests – Susan Stefani Spencer – US Forest Service & Brian Pisarek – Incident Commander of the Leland Complex Fire, gave an update on the Johnson Creek Fire

6. Clerk - Clerk Christina went over the Clerk’s report.
7. Public Works – Mayor Dave went over the Public Works report.

8. Mayor - Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water/sewer samples. He also has been working getting the signage fixed at the new Fire Hall, the project to fill the pavement potholes around town and upgrading the City’s loader.
9. Council – Councilwoman Olson asked if Elk River Days would be cancelled due to the fire, it is not.
10. Fire Department – Wayne reported that he was asked by the Fire’s Incident Management team to build a sandwich board for them to post their updates on for the people to view.  It is located down at the Elk River Outback Condos.
a. Building Report – The stairs and trim will be done this weekend.  Painting is almost done.  Cabinets will hopefully be installed this weekend. The plumber called to get the final inspection and the Plumbing Inspector said we failed to get a permit for the work done outside to the building.  The City was under the impression that a permit was not required.  Tena is working on this.  The water is due to condensation.  The cement will sweat for up to 2 years.  This could ruin the ceiling insulation.  Exhaust fans to circulate the air will help with this.  Tena is looking into where the City of Lewiston got their flag poles.  Turnout lockers have been ordered.
11. Ambulance – none.

12. Pavement Project – Dave is scheduling the pavement repairs with Herco.  The Clearwater County Highway District is not going to do any paving so the cost will go up from the previous estimate because of the set up costs not being shared.  Councilwoman Martin made a motion to have the City Clerk, Christina moved the amount needed to pay Herco for the pavement project from the City’s General Investment Pool into the City’s General Checking account. 14. Approve Grant Administration Contract with Michelle Bly of TD&H – The Mayor and City Council conducted the selection process and awarded points.  Councilwoman Williams made a motion to select Mountain Waterworks as the engineer for general engineering service for the City of Elk River. 15. Selection for Andrew Bloom Community Center work – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to award the work for the Andrew Bloom Community Center.  Councilwoman Olson 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
16. Select engineer for Transportation Plan – tabled to next meeting.

17. Review of proposed FYE 2022 budget – Clerk Christina reported that she has over inflated the general fund budget numbers because they are still unknown due to the annexation and changes to the L2 this year.  Water rates are going up 3%, sewer rates 15% in preparation of the sewer project, no increase in garbage rates.  Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to approve the proposed FYE 2022 budget.  Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote – Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson – aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
a. PERSI Retirement – Clerk Christina recommended that with the current unknown with the budget number due to the law changes that this be tabled until next year’s budget discussions.
18. Large equipment purchase update – Mayor Brown updated the council on the large equipment purchase.  The County is still in the process of selling their loader and the City will submit a bid.  The Mayor would like to look at getting a smaller dump truck in the future.
