He will also be setting up a meeting with Latah Sanitation on the costs of Cleanup week.
9. Council – Councilwoman Williams gave an update on the lack of cell service and internet since the power went out on Monday.  C-PTPA is up at the tower today hoping to get it running again.

Elk River Communications Plan – There was discussion about Elk River being without any form of communication (no cell service, land lines, radios, internet, etc.) when the power goes out and the generator on Elk Butte fails or is on so long it runs out of fuel.  Chris St. Germaine says that talking and working with the County and State would be beneficial.  Dave will get in contact the County.  Chris St. Germaine said she would reach out to her contacts and pass this along to Diane Hairston.
