12. Clearwater County Economic Development (CCED) membership pledge: Diane Hairston – Councilwoman Williams made a motion to pledge $500.00 to CCED. Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote: Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson –aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried. 

13. Guest(s) to explain/clarify/discuss/answer questions regarding PotlatchDeltic’s Off Road Vehicle Policy changes - Brant Steigers & Adam Robertson: PotlatchDeltic, Zach Swearingen & Mark Carson: Idaho Fish & Game – The representatives from PotlatchDeltic and Idaho Fish & Game discussed and answered question concerning PotlatchDeltic’s Off Road Vehicle Policy changes.  Some of the takeaways:
· Why the new policy: Other investor landowners have adopted this policy and Potlatch land is intermingled, environmental damage, safety issue (accidents), fire danger

· The policy is effective immediately but will take awhile to implement – they need to change out their signage.  The signage will have a QR Code for people to scan

· Fish & Game has leases Potlatch land through their “Large Tracts” program to keep land open for public use for fish and game related purposes.  They can help manage it this way as well

· All of PotlatchDeltic’s and is open for non-motorized use

· 95% of their ownership is within 1 mile of an open road

· The 50” width restriction is an industry standard and that’s why they went with that

· This year there are focusing on educating the public and updating their signage

· There will be no handicap exemptions because it is hard to regulate & enforce
· The Elk River Fun Runs routes are approved by them and the gates would be open for those events only.  Potlatch is willing to listen to valid reasons on why a road that is currently closed should be opened

· Potlatch and Idaho Fish & Game will enforce Potlatch’s rules

· E-bikes are not allowed on non-motorized roads.  If it has a motor, whether or not it is running, it is not allowed

· Fish & Games goal is to keep lands open to hunting/fishing/trapping.  They also pay Idaho Department of Lands as well for this

· HB 187, a few years back, allowed Idaho Fish & Game the right to enforce restrictions within the land programs
· Tickets will be between $75-$100

· Fish & Game believes this will help the big class game in the area

· Loggers have to follow the same rules
14. Transportation Plan update – Christina reported that the Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) met last month and all parties gave input on things to look at concerning the plan.  Keller Associates will be up in May to gather physical data and Christina advised them that it would be beneficial if they were able to come during one of our busy recreation times to see the higher traffic patterns
15. Blue Cross Foundation grant update – Christina reported that the City was not selected for the proposed park upgrades.  Over 70 cities applied and 4 were awarded.
16. Elk River communication issue update – Mayor Dave reported that he will be meeting with the involved parties in the next month.
17. Inland North Waste (Latah Sanitation) update – Mayor Dave reported that Cleanup Week is May 5th – 11th.
18. Solid Waste tax update – none.
