1. Call to order – Mayor Dave called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance – was said.
3. Approve minutes: May 18, 2022 Council Meeting – Councilwoman Olson made a motion to approve the May 18, 2022 Council Meeting minutes.  Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote: Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman Olson –aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
4. Financial Report – Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to accept the financial report.  Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote: Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson –aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
a. Pay bills – Councilwoman Olson made a motion to pay the bills.  Councilwoman Williams 2nd.  Roll call vote: Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson –aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
5. Visitors – none.
Reports
6. Clerk – Christina went over the Clerk’s report.  
7. Public Works – Randy went over the Public Work’s report
8. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water/wastewater samples.  
9. Council – Councilwoman Olson reported that Dave and herself will be doing their 4th of July Law Enforcement Appreciation BBQ.  She also inquired about paying the Sheriff’s office more money in order to get more coverage up here.  Response by the Mayor and other Council members is that Sheriff Goetz doesn’t have the extra personnel for additional coverage.  Another idea she had was seeing if anyone in town would like to become a reserve deputy.  Mayor Dave said that he would touch bases with Sheriff Goetz.
10. Fire Department – Chief Wayne Wilson said they will not be doing a BBQ or ATV wash at this weekend’s fun run due to lack of personnel.
a. Building Report – Tena reported that the internet is being installed by Emerg at the new Fire Hall today.  She found out that Emerg has a surveillance system and they will get a bid together.
11. Ambulance – Mayor Dave reported that the Clearwater County Ambulance Director, Melissa Hartig, a local EMT and himself had a meeting to try and improve communication between the County Ambulance service and the local EMS crew.
Council Business Items
12. Idaho Community Development Block Grant update: Michelle Bly, TD&H – Michelle updated everyone on the project.  She met with Mountain Waterworks the day before.  As soon as the Block Grant environmental report is complete and accepted it gives Mountain Waterworks (MWW) the green light to start on the design of the project.  Christina will send them an email as soon as possible to MWW asking them to start the engineering as soon as the Department of Commerce approves the environmental report.  MWW will be at the next City Council meeting.  The design will have to be submitted to DEQ for approval.  The hope is to go to bid for the project construction early winter 2023.  The cost of the project has doubled due to the current market of things.  The City will be receiving a letter from DEQ around July 1st wanting to know if the City will be submitting a full application to the State Revolving Loan Fund.  MWW will submit the application that is due December 31, 2022.  Michelle believes the project still has a chance to be fully funded if our project is ready to go on time.  There is also talk with the Core of Engineers for funding opportunities.  Michelle will also talk to Department of Commerce about the possibility of submitting a 2nd Block Grant in November.
a. Allow Mayor to sign documents related to the acceptance of the Idaho Community Development Block Grant – Councilwoman Martin made a motion to allow the Mayor to sign documents related to the acceptance of the Idaho Community Development Block Grant.  Councilwoman McCartney 2nd.  Roll call vote: Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson –aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.
b. Approve Fair Housing Resolution #06-15-22.1 – Councilwoman McCartney made a motion to approve Fair Housing Resolution #06-15-22.  Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote: Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson –aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.  Michelle noted that this resolution will need to be published in the paper this year and every year that the block grant is in effect.
13. Sewer project update – see #12. 
14. FYE 2023 budget discussion – Christina presented an updated version of the proposed budget.  Property tax numbers are not known yet.  She also needs to figure out how much to included for the sewer project.  Michelle Bly said Christina should contact Kristina Gillespie at MWW for that.  She also said that it might be a good idea to earmark a spot for another possible block grant.
15. Inland North Waste update – Christina reported that she just received an invoice from them and the hauling to Orofino fees were gone so they must have worked out the agreement.
16. Transportation Plan update – Christina reported Scott and Gentry from Keller Associates had been here in May to do 2 field days.  There is a CAC meeting planned in the next week or two.
17. Elk River communication issue update – Mayor Dave reported that he will be meeting with the involved parties in the next month.  Councilwoman Williams inquired if Christina had ever been able to reach out to Ziply regarding the issues with the landline when the power is out.  She stated that she had not.  Councilwoman Williams volunteered to help with that, Christina replied that she would.
18. Solid Waste tax update – It was stated that the Commissioners have formally approved removing the solid waste fee on the city owned properties.  The Mayor stated that he still wants to go to the Commissioners about the solid waste fees that residents pay on their properties that the County no longer provides services for.
