10. Wastewater Facilities Project: Ryan Rheder, Mountain Waterworks (MWW), gave an update on the project.  MWW submitted a preliminary design in October.  They have not been approved yet but MWW is proceeding to the final design. Design is expected to be completed and ready to review in early March and will then go out to bid.  For the funding shortfall, the City does have grants in place, an LOI will be submitted in January to DEQ.  There are also other possible sources: bipartican infrastructure law, USDA RD, Army Core, 2nd block grant.  The Mayor will be receiving an ARPA agreement that will need to be signed.  DEQ is discussing the possibility of bidding the entire project but awarding it in phases as funding becomes available.  MWW is advocating against this approach because of the cost of mobilization costs.
