1. Call to order – Mayor Dave called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.

6. Appointment to fill vacant City Council seat – Mayor Dave suggested appointing Marsha Martin to the vacant Council seat. 7. Administer Oath of Office to newly appointed City Councilor – Christina administered the oath of office to Marsha Martin, and presented her with her Certificate of Election.
8. Elect Council President – Mayor Dave suggested appointing Connie McCartney as Council President.  Councilwoman Olson made a motion to appoint Connie McCartney Council President.  Councilwoman Martin 2nd.  Roll call vote: Councilwoman Williams – aye, Councilwoman Olson –aye, Councilwoman Martin – aye, Councilwoman McCartney – aye.  Motion Carried.

9. Visitors/Guests – Carrie Ball, Clearwater Highway District Commissioner, said that they are all caught up plowing on this side.  It takes 12 hours to get everything plowed.  Ken Swearingen has been hired to help.

10. Clerk – Christina went over the Clerk’s report.  Christina reported that the $5,180.00 was transferred out of General Investment Pool into General Checking to pay the bill for Herco as approved at the July 21, 2021 Council Meeting.
11. Public Works – Randy went over the Public Work’s report.

12. Mayor – Mayor Dave reported on the usual running of deposits and water samples.  He has made 2 trips to Orofino to meet the County Commissioners.  At the first meeting they talked about the communication blackout issue.  Sheriff Goetz and Don Gardner all had suggestions and leads on ideas.  They will follow up next month.  Dave also brought up that Elk River is being charged a solid waste tax and are not relieving any services from the County anymore regarding trash removal.  He feels Elk River residents should not have to pay this to the County.  The County stated that they are majorly in the red on the solid waste program and that Elk River’s fees had to help with that.  The mayor told them that is not the City of Elk River’s problem because we are not receiving any solid waste services from them.  The County Commissioners said they would resend the fee on City properties.  The resident’s solid waste fee is still being discussed.
13. Council – Councilwoman Martin said Travis Tolby, 107 S. 3rd Street, had approached her about the ambulance having access to his residence with the alley not being plowed all the way through.  The Mayor stated that the alley is plowed passed his residence to insure the ambulance can get in and out but not all the way through because it is not needed in the winter months and the snow has to be put somewhere.
14. Fire Department – Chief Wayne Wilson reported that 2 members have been added to the roster and 2 others have been taken off.
a. Building Report – Tena said that she would be starting this winter to get bids on the remaining work.
